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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) study the results of using the A-E-
U pronunciation training kit for children with intellectual disabilities and 2) compare
their pronunciation abilities. Items with intellectual disabilities Before and after using
the A-I-U pronunciation training kit. The target group is children with intellectual
disabilities. who have trouble pronouncing words and is currently receiving services
at the special education center Udon Thani Province, 1 person The tools used in the
research are 1) a set of 3 activities to practice pronunciation of Ah, E, U, 2) a learning
plan for pronunciation activities, 3) a pronunciation ability assessment form (before-
after), 4) a student evaluation results record form. The experiment took 2 weeks, 5
days a week, 2 times a day, 30 minutes each time, a total of 20 times. The research
results were presented using linear graphs and bar charts showing the development
of the target group.

The results of the study found that

1. Using the A-E-U pronunciation training kit makes children with intellectual
disabilities Have a higher ability to pronounce.

2. Pronunciation ability After using the A-E-U pronunciation training kit for
children with intellectual disabilities higher than before using the Ah E U

pronunciation training set
