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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the effect of using picture cards on the
ability to pronounce words of people with multiple disabilities 2) compare the ability
to pronounce words of people with multiple disabilities before and after using the
picture card set. The target group was people with multiple disabilities who received
preparation services at the Special Education Center in Udon Thani Province in the
academic year 2024. One person was specifically selected who had intellectual
(thinking) problems with vocabulary pronunciation. The research instruments were 1)
a set of picture cards to practice vocabulary pronunciation 2) an individual teaching
plan 3) an assessment form for vocabulary pronunciation. The experiment lasted for
6 weeks, 3 days a week, once a day, 30 minutes per time, for a total of 18 times.

The results of the research were presented using a straight line graph
and a bar chart to show the development of the target group.

The results of the research found that:

1. Using a picture card set made people with multiple disabilities have
better vocabulary pronunciation skills.

2. The vocabulary pronunciation skills of people with multiple

disabilities after teaching using a picture card set were higher than before teaching.
