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Abstract

The Objectives of this research are: 1) Develop the concentration of a
student with autism spectrum disorder using the Work Boxes System activity. The
case study involved an 11-year-old girl from Pen 2 Service Unit, Special Education
Center in Udon Thani Province. 2) Compare the development of the concentration of
the student with autism spectrum disorder before and after using the Work Boxes
System activity. The target group consisted of a female student, 11 years old, with
autism spectrum disorder, specifically selected from the students receiving services at
Pen 2 Service Unit, Special Education Center in Udon Thani Province, academic year
2024, who faced concentration issues in daily life and learning. The tools
used in the study were: 1) The experimental tool, which was the Work Boxes System
activity. 2 ) The data collection tool was the SNAP-IV (Short Form) behavior
assessment from the teacher's manual for the care of special education students
with learning disabilities by the Rajanukul Institute, Department of Mental Health,
Ministry of Public Health.

The data was analyzed using statistical methods. 1) The Work Boxes
System activity can enhance the concentration of the student with autism. 2) The
student's concentration after using the Work Boxes System activity improved
compared to before.

The results showed that: 1) The behavior assessment of inattention and
stubbornness in the student with autism revealed that before using the Work Boxes
System activity, the student exhibited 6 behaviors related to inattention symptoms
and 2 behaviors related to stubbornness. After using the Work Boxes System activity,
the student showed 5 behaviors related to inattention and 8 behaviors related to
stubbornness, with a decrease in both symptoms. 2) The comparison of behavior
assessment scores for inattention and stubbornness showed that after using the Work
Boxes System activity, the average scores for both inattention and stubbornness
decreased by 9 .5, indicating that the Work Boxes System helped improve the
concentration of the student, supporting the hypothesis that was proposed.
