The target group used in this research was
early childhood children in the children's learning center in Udon Thani Hospital in the
academic year 2024 by purposively selecting 1 person because they had problems in reading
and writing Thai consonants. As a result, students read and write Thai consonants incorrectly
and have slower learning development than their friends in the same level. This has a
significant impact on their learning and requires urgent problem solving. Research instruments
Plan for organizing educational game activities using consonant matching with pictures to
develop reading and writing skills in early childhood. The period was 6 weeks, once a week,
organized activities on Fridays for 30 minutes per day, a total of 6 times. The reading and
writing test had an index of consistency (I0C) of 1.0, all items matching the objectives. Data
were analyzed using statistics, mean, and standard deviation. The researchers presented the
