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The development result of “intelligence development exercise” subject:
Interesting vocabulary for autistic child
Classroom: Phibunrak Service Unit transfer preparation

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Abstract

This study aimed to 1) create and develop an effective cognitive development
skills training set on vocabulary for autistic learners, meeting the 80/80 criterion; 2)
study the development of autistic learners in the preparatory class after learning with
the cognitive development skills training set on vocabulary, achieving a progression of
80% or higher; and 3) study the effectiveness index of the cognitive development skills
training set on vocabulary for autistic learners. The sample group consisted of four
autistic learners selected using purposive sampling from the Phibun Rak Special
Education Unit, Udon Thani Province, during the first semester of the 2025 academic
year. The research instruments included: 1) a set of cognitive development skills
training materials and a user manual; 2) a lesson plan and individualized education
plan, administered over eight weeks; and 3) an cognitive development assessment
form for autistic learners from the Phibun Rak Special Education Unit, Udon Thani

Province.
The study results showed that:

1. The developmental assessment of autistic students in the Pibulrak Service
Unit classroom, preparing them for referral after learning with the cognitive
development skills training kit on "Useful Vocabulary," yielded an average score of
93.75%, which is higher than the set criterion of 80%.

2. The effectiveness index of the cognitive development skills training
kit on "Useful Vocabulary" for autistic students at the Udon Thani Provincial Special
Education Center, Pibulrak Service Unit, which was created and developed by the
researcher, was 0.800, indicating that the students showed an 80.00% improvement in

learning.
