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This research aimed to: 1 ) develop a picture card set for practicing word
pronunciation for individuals with intellectual disabilities, and 2) study the effects of
using the picture card set on the word pronunciation ability of individuals with
intellectual disabilities before and after using picture cards of everyday objects. The
instructional media consisted of pictures of items actually used in daily life. The
participant was a student from Ban Chiang Classroom (vocational skills training)
receiving preparatory services at the Udon Thani Special Education Center during the

2025 academic year, selected purposively, totaling 1 person.

The research instruments were: 1) a picture card set of everyday household items, 2)
lesson plans, and 3) an assessment form for the ability to pronounce the names of
household work equipment. The experiment lasted 7 weeks, once per week, twice
per day, 30 minutes per session, totaling 2 8 sessions. The research results were
presented using line graphs and bar charts to show the development of the target

participant.

The findings were as follows:

1. The use of the picture card set of everyday household items improved the
pronunciation development of the individual with intellectual disabilities regarding
everyday objects.

2 . The individual with intellectual disabilities demonstrated higher pronunciation
ability for the picture card set of everyday household items after instruction using

the picture cards compared to before the instruction.
